Large Group Teaching Methods

Interactive teaching styles promote an atmosphere of attention and participation.
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= Brainstorming

The teacher at the beginning and during the lecture will apply some brain
storming questions to encourage interactivity with their students.

= Buzz session

The students come together in session groups that focus on a single topic. By the
end of discussion of these topics the lecture will be completed.

= Q&A sessions

During the lecture the teacher will ask the students two or three questions about
certain topics of the lecture and then teacher will make voting about the answer
by asking the student to stand up or using thumb rule while choosing A, B, C, or
D.

II- Blended learning:

It is an education program that combines online digital media with traditional
classroom.

How can we apply it practically? (Like self-teaching method)

1- The student will be classified into small group (15 students for each) each one
will be responsible for certain lecture.

2- The teacher will send online tasks for each group with the objectives of the
lecture, link and other learning resources enough time before the date of the
formal lecture.

3- The students will discuss their results of searching with the responsible teacher
and they will be evaluated with marks before the formal lecture.

4- The teacher will start the lecture and then ask some students to present their
results of searching for their college.

llI- Flipped classroom

It is an instructional strategy and a type of blended learning that reverses the
traditional learning environment by delivering instructional content, often online,

outside of the classroom.
How can we apply it practically?

1- The teacher will send online the prepared lecture to all students enough
time before the date of formal lecture and ask them to study it well

2- In the classroom the teacher will discuss each part of the lecture with their
students.

IV-Team-Based Learning (TBL) (Modified small group learning) for clinical round

TBL requires students to read the course materials and do preliminary homework
prior to their class, and encourages them to work together effectively as a team
to solve problems during the class.

How can we apply it practically?

1. A large class is divided into number of student teams in each group will be
responsible for the presentation and discussion of certain problem or case
during the course.

2. The teacher will send online the problem with ILOs and learning resources for
the responsible group enough time before the time of the round.

3. During the round, one of them will introduce the case or the problem and the
teacher will discuss each learning objective with all students.

V- Journal Club:

This is a group work activity and can be applied as a method of formative or
continuous assessment for all students.

How can we apply it practically?

The students will ask to summarize, review or critically evaluate recent articles
across medical and surgical specialties (Evidence-based medicine).

a. Small Group Teaching
= Small group teaching is defined by group size, usually 6 to 10 participants,

= Tutorials, seminars, and attending rounds are the traditional modes of small
group instruction in the clerkships.

It includes one of the followings:
1- Focused, case based Discussions (for academic years)

The teacher will present a case or a problem and then lead a discussion with the
rest of the group. Cases should be relevant to the learners, address defined
learning objectives, real life situations.
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Problem-Based Learning (PBL) (for clinical years)

This technique is similar to the focused, case-based discussions, but encourages
increased learner independence.

Students are first presented with a clinical problem that unfolds over 2 to 3
sessions with progressive disclosure of historical information, physical exam,
laboratory data, etc. Students define the facts, develop hypotheses based on
these facts, and then develop their own learning objectives and plan for solving
the clinical problem. At the beginning of each session, students’ self-assigns their
roles in the session, as leader (moderator), reader, scribe, or participant. These
roles will rotate with subsequent sessions, ensuring maximum active
participation from all members in the group.

Student-led Seminars (project activity for formative and continuous assessment)

The students will be classified into small groups, each one will be responsible for
searching and introduction of certain topics.

The students will discuss each topic with their corresponding teacher, firstly and
then one of them will present the topic to the rest of the group.

The presentation is usually followed by a focused discussion with the whole
group and the group will be evaluated by checklist.

Patient-centered discussions: e.g., bedside teaching; ambulatory teaching
for clinical years.

Role-play: in professionalism and communication skill.
